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IPC REGISTRACIJA | LICENCIRANJE SPORTASA

Cemu slui registracija i licenciranje sporta3a?

1. Da bi sportas bio licenciran i klasificiran od strane medunarodnih klasifikatora, mora biti
registriran u sportskoj bazi podataka koja se vodi u IPC-u (SDMS - Sport Data
Management System).

2. Svi sportasi za koje se zahtjeva registracija potpisuju univerzalni identifikacijski kod
(Elagibility code) koji vrijedi za cijelo vrijeme trajanja njegove/njezine karijere.

3. Sportas se smatra licenciranim kada ga Hrvatski paraolimpijski odbor, a na prijedlog
Hrvatskog atletskog saveza osoba s invaliditetom prijavi za aktivnu atletsku sezonu te
nakon sto IPC potvrdi da je kotizacija uredno pladena.

4. Nakon $to je sportas licenciran njegov/njezin se rezultat:
o priznaje i vidljiv je na sluzbenoj IPC Rang listi
o priznaje prilikom postizanja svjetskog ili europskog rekorda
o priznaje prilikom postizanja normi (ukoliko su norme propisane za odredeno
natjecanje)

Prethodno licencirani sportasi

1. Savez e predloziti HPO-u da produzi licence svim prethodno licenciranim sportasima
pod uvjetom da aktivno treniraju i sudjeluju u natjecanjima, da im vrijedi klasifikacija te da
su podobni za nastup za Hrvatsku reprezentaciju.

2. Sportasi s vaze¢om IPC licencom ne trebaju ispunjavati nikakvu novu dokumentaciju.
Savez Ce kontaktirati sve licencirane sportase te ih obavijestiti o produzivanju odnosno ne
produzivanju njihove licence za tekucu sezonu.

3. Licencirani sportas je duzan obavijestiti Savez o eventualnoj odluci o prestanku
aktivnog bavljenja sportom i sudjelovanju na natjecanjima.

Sportasi bez vaZzece IPC registracije

1. Savez ¢e predlozZiti HPO-u registraciju i licenciranje samo onih sportasa koji ostvaruju
uvjete za reprezentativne nastupe, npr. Paraolimpijske igre, IPC, IWAS, IBSA ili INAS FID
svjetska i europska prvenstva).

2. U svim ostalim slucajevima maticni klub, ukoliko smatra potrebnim, moze platiti
licenciranje svojih sportasa - troskovi licenciranja iznose 120,00 Kn (15,00 €).
U tom slucaju sportas mora na adresu Saveza dostaviti sljedece:

— Ispuniti i potpisati IPC Eligibility Code Form (Prilog 1)

— PrilozZiti jednu fotografiju veli¢ine kao za putovnicu (ne stariju od 6 mjeseci)

— Priloziti kopiju putovnice (strana sa slikom i osnovnim podacima)

— Priloziti dokaz o uplati licence na zZiro-racun Saveza (120,00 kn)

— Sve to dostaviti na:
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3. Klub koji za svoje sportase zatrazi licenciranje, bit ¢e obavijeSten po odobravanju /
potvrdi licence. Rezultati nece biti vidljivi na IPC Rang listi niti e se priznavati za
postizanje eventualnih normi sve dok licenca nije aktivirana.

Sudjelovanje na natjecanjima.

1. Samo licencirani sportasi mogu sudjelovati na Paraolimpijskim igrama, svjetskim i
europskim prvenstvima, ali i nekim drugim natjecanjima sankcioniranim od IPC-a ukoliko
to organizator zahtjeva.

2. Na svim ostalim sankcioniranim natjecanjima, npr. kupovima, mitinzima, otvorenim
drzavnim prvenstvima... mogu sudjelovati svi sportasi, no samo licenciranima ¢e rezultati
biti vidljivi za IPC Rang listu odnosno uzeti u obzir kod postizanja normi za velika
medunarodna natjecanja.

3. Sportasi koji nisu registrirani u IPC sportskoj bazi podataka (SDMS) mogu nastupati na
svim natjecanjima u organizaciji Saveza, no u tom slucaju moraju pro¢i nacionalni
klasifikacijski pregled.

Ako je licencirani sportas sa statusom ,,N“ (New) klasificiran i dodjjeljen mu je status ,,R*
(Review) ili ,,C* (Confirmed) prije kraja natjecateljske sezone, njegov ce rezultat biti
pridodan Rang listi prilikom prvog sljedeceg objavijivanja sluZzbene Rang liste za tu
sezonu.

Kada se priznaju rekordi?

1. Da bi se priznali svjetski i europski rekordi, sportas mora biti licenciran sa statusom,,C*
(Confirmed) ili ,,R“ (Review). Ako je sportasu dodijeljen status ,,R“ tada mora biti i
naveden datum odnosno razdoblje kada sportas mora ponovno pristupiti klasifikacijskom
pregledu.

Ako sportas sa statusom ,N“ ili ,,R“ postigne rekord sa gornjeg popisa na IPC
sankcioniranom natjecanju, mora u roku od 12 tjedana ponovno pristupiti medunarodnom
klasifikacjjskom pregledu, a rekord ce mu biti priznat samo u slucaju da po ponovijenom
klasifikacjjskom pregledu sportasu bude dodjjeljen status ,,C* ili ,,R“ sa tocno
specificiranim datumom ponovnog pregleda.

| understand that as an athlete licensed to compete in IPC Competitions,
that | am participating in events which have ongoing international and
historical significance, and as a condition of being licensed to compete
and in consideration of the acceptance of my participation in IPC
competitions | agree as follows;

1. to be filmed, televised, photographed, identified and otherwise
recorded during any IPC Competition, the IPC and anyone
authorized by the IPC shall be entitled to keep these images and to
use them for any purpose in relation to the promotion of the
Paralympic Movement;

2. that all photographs and moving images taken by me at any IPC
Competition, including those of athletes competing within any official
venue during these competitions, shall be used solely for personal
and non-commercial purposes, unless prior written consent is
obtained from the IPC;

3. to comply with the IPC Handbook, the IPC Anti-Doping Code, the
IPC Sports Technical Rules of the sport in which | am participating,
and any other rules or regulations that apply to my participation at an
IPC Competition (hereinafter referred to as ‘the IPC Sport Rules’).
These documents can be found on or linked through the IPC website
or can be obtained upon written request to the IPC Headquarters
and | understand that | am deemed to have read and understood
them;

4. that my entries to IPC Competitions will be administered through my
National Paralympic Committee (NPC) or IPC recognized National
Sport Federation (if applicable);

5. to accept the criteria of eligibility, qualification and participation laid
down by the IPC for the various IPC Competitions;

6. to abide by the principles of fair-play and non-violence and to behave
myself accordingly during the IPC Competition;

7. not to take any substance or use methods prohibited by the IPC Anti-
Doping Code;

8. not to participate or assist in any gambling or betting activities
associated with any IPC event;

9. not to allow my image and/or name in relation to my sport
performance(s) during the IPC Competition to be exploited by third
parties for commercial purposes without prior approval by the IPC;

10. not to condition my participation in any IPC Competition on any
financial return whatsoever;

11. to abide by the IPC rules and regulations for manufacturer
trademarks on clothing and equipment for the IPC Competition; and

12. to abide by the classification rules and regulations of the IPC and the
sport.

ACCEPTANCE OF SPORTS TECHNICAL SUPREME AUTHORITY

| recognize and accept that the sports technical rules, being all rules
which relate to competition, field-of-play and classification, for my sport
during any IPC Competition are under the authority of the IPC and that
any disputes which arise shall be resolved by the IPC whose decision on
such matters is final and enforceable.

| acknowledge and accept that decisions relating to the sports technical
rules are not subject to further appeal beyond the decision made in the
sport-specific appeal processes as set out in the respective sports
technical rules or classification appeal processes as set out in the sport
rules applicable to the respective IPC Competition for which | am
competing. | shall not institute any claim, arbitration or litigation, or seek
any other form of relief in any other court or tribunal in relation to such
decisions.

ACCEPTANCE OF BINDING ARBITRATION

| acknowledge and accept that any dispute outside the realm of the sports
technical rules arising during the IPC Competitions shall be submitted
exclusively to the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS). Any such dispute
shall be determined in accordance with the CAS Code for Sports-Related
Arbitration, save for competitions covered by the CAS Ad hoc arbitration
rules where | agree that the Ad hoc rules shall govern the procedure for
dispute resolution. The decisions of CAS are final, non-appealable and
enforceable.

ACCEPTANCE OF RISK AND RELEASE OF CLAIMS

| acknowledge that | participate in the IPC Competitions at my own risk; |
will take all reasonable measures to protect myself and other competitors,
officials and spectators from suffering injury or other harm. | also
acknowledge that | am responsible for all property | bring on to all IPC
Competition sites and that the Local Organizing Committees and the IPC
accept no responsibility for any loss or damage to such properties.

| release the LOCs, the IPC and the IPSF(s) governing my sport(s),and
their respective executive members, directors, officers, employees,
volunteers, contractors or agents, from any liability (to the extent
permitted by law) for any loss, injury or damage suffered by me in relation
to my participation in any IPC Competitions.
